	Workshops for Climate Justice

The workshops will introduce participants to climate change, raise environmental awareness and prepare people for COP17 engagement. 

The local diocesan Justice and Peace groups will be responsible for the following:

· Identifying and inviting leaders of different Faith Communities to attend the workshops.
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Organising all logistics (venue and transport) for the workshops with SACBC Justice 
and Peace office.
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	Who qualifies to attend these workshops?

· Leaders who are passionate about being agents of change.

· Leaders who have a Grade 12 certificate and have the ability to mobilize communities.
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A bike ride of 20 cyclists per leg will ride from Beit-bridge (Musina) to Durban South Beach from the 9th to the 25th of November 2011. The bike ride aims to raise awareness on climate change and COP17.

A total of 204 cyclists from South Africa, Botswana and Swaziland will take part in the ride which will be broken  up into 14 legs of  about 100km each. A core group of  6 organizers will ride the entire route while 14 different cyclists will ride each leg in relay,  handing over to the next 14 at the end of each leg. People of all faiths are invited to apply to take part in one leg of the ride.
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Along the cycle route 17 road shows will be organized at selected points. The Local Justice and Peace Diocesan coordinators will be responsible for organizing the road shows.
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What is a ROAD SHOW? 

The Road Show will be a short (max 1 hour) public, ‘festive’ event that will welcome the cyclists and raise
awareness around climate change and COP17. This will involve dance and music, public speeches, distribution of information and the planting of a tree.
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The local diocesan Justice and Peace Coordinator will be responsible for organizing all Road Show logistics including:

· Liaising with the local municipality in finding and identifying a venue for the road show.

· Organising a spot where a tree will be planted.

· Inviting faith leaders, local authorities and local NGO’s to the event.

· Organising audio visual equipment for the event.
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Co-ordination

The dioceses will be asked to link up with other faith communities in organising the road shows. Two individuals, of which at least one should be a Justice and Peace leader, will be responsible for organizing the event.

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Caravan for 
Climate Justice

Justice and Peace will organize buses that will travel to Durban for the weekend of the 25-27 November. They will depart from different locations in South Africa (Polokwane, Pretoria, Johannesburg, Mafikeng, Kimberley, Aliwal North, Cape Town). All buses will arrive in Durban by the morning of the 25th of November in order to welcome the cyclists. The departure time will be determined accordingly. All will participate in toxic and green tours on the 26th and in a multi faith COP 17 rally on the 27th. The buses will return from Durban on the evening of the 27 November. People of all faiths are invited to apply to participate by sending the application form to the SACBC Justice and Peace.

Who can join the Caravan?

· Healthy Individuals who are 18 years and older and who are passionate about being agents of change.

· Individuals who are prepared to contribute R300 towards the pilgrimage.

· Individuals who have the ability to mobilize communities.

The local diocesan Justice and Peace Coordinator will be responsible for the following:

· Distribution of application forms to all faith communities.

· Coordination of the caravan participants at the points of departure and along the route.
